Objective

The aim of the fund is to provide income
together with capital growth over the long-term,
being five years or more. Five years is also the
minimum recommended period for holding
shares in this fund. This does not mean that the
fund will achieve the objective over this, or any
other, specific time period and there is a risk of
loss to the original capital invested. The income
will be paid through interest distributions on a
monthly basis.

Investment Strategy

The fund is invested in a diversified portfolio of fixed, variable and zero interest
rate investments, including bonds issued by governments and companies, with
at least 70% in these types of investment. There is a bias towards investment
grade bonds although the fund managers could have a higher allocation to sub-
investment grade bonds, potentially up to 60%. The fund managers assess the
global economic environment and financial market conditions to decide upon
the allocations to the different assets in which the fund can invest; this includes
the outlook for economic growth, inflation, interest rates and political risk. There
are no restrictions to the economic sectors or geographic regions in which the
fund may invest. Please refer to the Fund prospectus for the full investment policy
and strategy.

This fund is priced on a swing
pricing basis. A swing pricing is
where the price can swing to either
a bid or an offer basis depending
on the investment and redemption
activity in the fund.

Specific fund risks

Fixed income

Fixed income investments, such as
bonds, can be higher risk or lower
risk depending on the financial
strength of the issuer of the bond,
where the bond ranks in the issuer's
structure or the length of time until
the bond matures.

Derivatives
